	3 RESOLUTIONS COMPARED

For example, how can you compare choices you have made to the choices your chosen character has made?  On construction paper, duplicate the Venn Diagram (Tools for Thought) to show the similarities and differences. On this paper, you must add illustrations to help convey the message of your diagram.  You must use construction paper and markers.  Show off your creativity!

	5 TEACHING COMPARE & CONTRAST

Design a lesson you will teach to students on compare and contrast.  You will need to teach students about the similarities and differences in “The Treasure of Lemon Brown” and “The Moustache.”  How and what will you have students compare and contrast?
