1. Describe and illustrate the setting of either The Treasure of Lemon Brown or The Moustache and explain how mood affects the characters (ex:  thoughts, feelings, actions, reactions).

2. Describe 2 or more of the main characters of either The Treasure of Lemon Brown or The Moustache  and the impact they had on the other characters.

3. Find a way to illustrate at least 3 events in the plot of either The Treasure of Lemon Brown or The Moustache so that others can see how those events impacted the main characters and other aspects (elements) of the story.

4. Explain the conflict or conflicts that drove the plot in either The Treasure of Lemon Brown or The Moustache, decide why it is internal or external, and then describe and explain how it caused the characters to evolve (develop) as they did.

5. Describe the author’s style (syntax or sentence structure, use of figurative language, formal/informal language, repetition, vocabulary used) in either The Treasure of Lemon Brown or The Moustache.  **Remember, it is not what they say, it is HOW they say it. 

6. Choose The Treasure of Lemon Brown or The Moustache and compare the resolution of the conflict by the author to the ideas you had about it as you were reading the story.  How would you have resolved the conflict?  Explain why. EXPAIN your alternate ending.
