	Students will write an autobiography of events from their lives.

	· D.E.A.R.

· Warm-Up: Writing Prompt

· Review homework

· Review notes on biography and autobiography 
· Review the writing process with students (prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing)
· The teacher will help students brainstorm ideas about information they could include in their autobiographies. 
· The teacher will record all ideas mentioned by the students on the board. 
· The class will organize the information into categories. 
· Teacher will give each student a copy of the autobiography graphic organizer. 
· Students will choose the categories they wish to include in their autobiography and put their information in the graphic organizer.

	· Students will begin writing the rough draft of their autobiographies using the information contained in their graphic organizers.
